Die in der griechischen und rdmischen Litteratur vor-
kommenden Namen sind in gewdhnlicher Schrift gesetzt, die
aus anderen als griechischen und romischen alten Quellen auf-
genommenen Namen (sanskritische, baktrische, altpersische, arme-
nische, assyrische, syrische, hebriiisch-phonikische, aegyptische,
etruskische) sind durch Lapidarschrift unterschieden.

Die abgekiirzten Bezeichnungen der topographischen Quali-
tiit. sind die allgemein verstiindlichen und in lateinischer Sprache
gegeben aus Riicksicht auf die lateinische Abfassung der
Nomenelatur der Karten und auf das nichtdeutsche Publicum.
